MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 08/01/16

REGULAR MEETING

OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:30 pm on Monday, August 1, 2016 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING

A. 5:30 PM – CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT – TREVOR FAVARO AND BRETTA FAVARO-SCHMIDT, WITH THE CONSENT OF OWNER PRIEST RIVER ASSEMBLY OF GOD, ARE REQUESTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A HEALING ARTS/SPA & MOVEMENT CENTER, WITH A CARETAKER’S RESIDENCE, AS WELL AS A POSSIBLE DAY CARE AND COMMUNITY MEETING CENTER, AT THE PROPERTY COMMONLY KNOWN AS: 759 FOURTH STREET, PRIEST RIVER, IDAHO.
Mayor Martin opened the public hearing at 5:30 pm and explained the purpose of the public hearing. Planner/Development Coordinator Snow explained the request by Trevor Favaro and Bretta Favaro-Schmidt, with the consent of the owner, Priest River Assembly of God, for a conditional use permit for a Healing Arts/Spa & Movement Center, with a Caretaker’s Residence, as well as a possible day care and Community Meeting Center at the property commonly known as 759 Fourth Street. Topics of discussion were the City’s Comprehensive Plan, the findings of fact, conclusions of law, the R-1 zoning purpose, principal uses permitted outright, conditional uses allowed, staff conclusions and recommendation of approval, proposed conditions of approval, and conclusions and evaluation criteria. Jeff Merkeley with TC Services, 16301 Bunco Road, Athol, ID, 83801, representative for the applicants, was present for the discussion. 
Council Member Connolly disclosed that he lives within 300 feet of the proposed conditional use property.  

Mayor Martin disclosed that he has spoken with the applicants and their representative and directed them to the Planning and Zoning Department. 
Questions from the Council: Council Member Connolly commented on the unknown possibility of having a daycare, and the vagueness of the proposed activities. 
Written Testimony: City Clerk/Treasurer Knoles read aloud written testimony from Michael and Bonnie Washburn, 406 Dickinson Avenue, concerns regarding insufficient parking, risk to student and adult pedestrians, risk to existing wildlife, commercial operations in a residential neighborhood, setting an undesirable precedent for future permit requests, and residential right to peace and quiet.
Testimony from those Supporting: John Marti, 39910 Dunn Road, Elk, WA, supports the proposed conditional use permit. 
Testimony from those Uncommitted: None 

Testimony from those Opposed: David Day, 443 Dickinson Avenue, concerns regarding the clarification of proposed businesses, commercial operations in a residential neighborhood, pedestrian and bicycle safety, increased traffic, the necessity of a caretaker’s residence, and potential future requests for additional housing units. Gary Go, 868 Fourth Street, concerns regarding the existing elementary bus safety stop, increased traffic, pedestrian safety, and commercial operations in a residential neighborhood. Sandra Brower, 439 Schultz Avenue, concerns regarding the vagueness of the proposed businesses, hours and days of operation, property values, and increased traffic. Anthony Marinello, 432 Dickinson Avenue, concerns regarding pedestrian safety, increased traffic, hours of operation, property values, and commercial operations in a residential neighborhood. 
Rebuttal from the Applicant: Jeff Merkeley addressed questions regarding the type of services that would be offered at the business if approved, the potential hours and days of operation, the necessity of a caretaker’s residence, traffic concerns, bus stop concerns, and concerns regarding the possible daycare.
Discussion ensued regarding clarification of the types of potential businesses in the building, the vagueness of the details in the application, and specific conditions attached to a conditional use permit. Planner/Development Coordinator Snow reminded the Council of the options of approval. Discussion ensued. 
Council Member Connolly made a motion to remand the application back to the applicant for clarification and additional information, and to continue the public hearing on August 22, 2016 at 5:30 pm.  Council Member George seconded the motion. After consideration, the motion passed unanimously by the following vote:  AYES:  Council Member Edwards, Council Member Wagner, Council member George, and Council Member Connolly.  NAYS:  None.
