MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 01/22/18
SPECIAL MEETING

OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the special meeting of the City Council at 6:00 pm on Monday, January 22, 2018, in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. WORKSHOP

A. CURRENT CITY PROJECTS
1. STIMSON LOADING DOCK & TREAT STREET CROSSING

Mayor Martin explained the purpose of relocating Stimson’s loading dock and the proposed Treat Street crossing/access into Bonner Park West. Currently no grant funds have been allocated to the project. The estimated project cost is $725,000.00-$1,000,000.00.
2. PHASE I WASTEWATER IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Ryan Rehder from Mountain Waterworks will be present at the workshop scheduled for February 5, 2018 to give a detailed project update to the Council. Mayor Martin gave a brief explanation of what Phase I included. 
3. PHASE II WASTEWATER IMPROVEMENT PROJECT, ENGINEERING AMENDMENT #5 & FUNDING PACKAGE

Ryan Rehder from Mountain Waterworks will be present at the workshop scheduled for February 5, 2018 to give a detailed project update to the Council. Mayor Martin gave a brief explanation of what Phase II included. Discussion ensued regarding potential additional funding.
4. HIGHWAY 57 TAPS GRANT

Mayor Martin explained this project along with item #5. A 2017 TAP grant through the Idaho Transportation Department has been awarded for the SH57 sidewalk from Lamanna High School to Jefferson Avenue, in the amount of $482,584.00.

5. TENTH STREET/JEFFERSON AVENUE SIDEWALK PROJECT – PEDESTRIAN SAFETY GRANT

Mayor Martin explained this project along with item #4. A Pedestrian Safety grant through LHTAC has been applied for, for the Tenth Street/Jefferson Avenue sidewalk project, in the amount of $168,000.00.
6. DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION PROJECT

Mayor Martin explained the Downtown Revitalization project and the different potential and existing revenue sources.
7. HIGHWAY 2 AND WISCONSIN STREET REALIGNMENT

Mayor Martin explained the realignment of Wisconsin Street project. A grant through the Idaho Transportation Department has been awarded for the project, in the amount of $1,127,673.00.

Mayor Martin gave an update on the utility mapping project.

Mayor Martin gave an update on the water tank replacement project.
