MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 02/05/18

A. WELCH COMER – 1M GALLON TANK – PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING REPORT DISCUSSION
Necia Maiani and Taylor Tompke from Welch Comer were present to discuss the findings of the preliminary engineering report for the 1 Million Gallon Storage Tank project. Topics of the lengthy discussion included the water system improvements background, the existing water system, existing water production, projected growth, existing water system source capacity and storage, the 1 million-gallon tank significant deficiency and proposed solution, the water treatment plant backwash basin significant deficiency and proposed solutions, the upper zone booster station deficiency and proposed solutions, the need for a generator at the water treatment plant, the need for isolation valves at the standpipe, the proposed water line replacement as part of the downtown revitalization project, the need for future distribution improvements, an estimation of project costs and funding sources, the impact of the improvements on user fees, potential cost saving strategies, and the tentative project schedule. Howard Lunderstadt from USDA-Rural Development and Laura McAloon from McAloon Law PLLC were present for the discussion.
