MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 03/19/18

3. PUBLIC HEARING

JAY KRAL HAS APPLIED FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO ALLOW HIM TO ESTABLISH A COMMERCIAL BUSINESS OF INDOOR & OUTDOOR BOAT AND RV STORAGE ON AN INDUSTRIAL ZONED PARCEL OF LAND. THE PROPERTY IS DESCRIBED AS 7264 HIGHWAY 2
Mayor Martin opened the public hearing at 5:31 pm. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle explained the purpose of the public hearing and the request by Jay Kral for a commercial business of indoor and outdoor boat and RV storage in an area zoned as industrial. Topics of discussion included the current zoning ordinance regarding zoning and conditional uses, the proposed conditions for approval, and proposed conclusions. Jay Kral was present for the discussion. 
Questions from the Council: Mayor Martin asked if the Idaho Transportation Department was given the site plan. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle explained that they were. Discussion ensued regarding the speed limit, primary access to the business, and potentially allowing storage facilities in industrial zones as a permitted use.
