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MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 04/15/19

REGULAR MEETING
OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:30 pm on Monday, April 15, 2019 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING
To consider and to receive testimony on the following Planning and Zoning application: Mark Mazenko has applied for a Conditional Use Permit and Associated Variance to allow him to establish a Tiny Home Complex to replace an existing Manufactured Home Park. The property is described as 281 Gregory Street.
Mayor Martin opened the public hearing at 5:32 pm and explained the public hearing process. Planning and Zoning Administrator Quayle explained the reason for the public hearing and the City Council’s role in the process. 

Testimony from the Applicant: None
[bookmark: _GoBack]Jerry Storhaug and Austin Storhaug from Storhaug Engineering presented the conditional use permit with a minimum house size variance application on behalf of the applicant. The applicant, Mark Mazenko, was also present for the discussion. Topics of Jerry Storhaug’s presentation included an overview of the proposed project, property zoning, target clientele, project timeline, property maintenance, proposed water and sewer connections and storm water plans, storage units, and community open space.

Questions from the Council: 
1. Mayor Martin inquired about the type of tiny homes proposed. They could be built on- or off-site, but they would be permanent structures.
2. Mayor Martin inquired about the grounds maintenance during the construction period. It would be a transitionary project and it would happen as construction progresses. 
3. Mayor Martin inquired about the timing of the common area construction. It would be phased in; ideally construction would happen from one end to the other, and it would be constructed when they got to the middle of the development. 
4. Mayor Martin inquired about the multi-family references in the application. They feel it fits more of a multi-family land use function. 
5. Council Member Edwards inquired if the units will be rentals or privately owned. They could be either/or, depending on market conditions. 
6. Council Member Stewart inquired about the price range of one unit. Anywhere from $50,000.00 to $70,000.00.
7. Council Member Stewart indicated if they start with a block of four homes, people might not want to purchase a part of an unfinished development. Mayor Martin reminded the Council that that was the developer’s risk. 
8. Council Member Turner inquired if they would be brand new units or used. They would be all brand new units protected by Home Owner’s Association contracts. 
9. Council Member Edwards inquired if the Home Owner’s Association details were included in the permit. No, it was not included. 
Staff Report: Planning and Zoning Administrator Quayle presented the staff report. The suggested approval conditions were discussed, as well as the addition of a ninth condition requiring the proposed units all be placed on foundations.

1. Council Member Edwards inquired about the grounds maintenance schedule. It would be negotiated with City staff before permit issuance. 
2. Council Member Wagner inquired if the tenants of the property would have to vacate the property now. It was clarified that the intent of the development was to construct units as tenants vacated.
3. Council Member Turner inquired if the property would be fenced along the highway. Yes, a 6 foot fence is proposed.
