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MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 05/06/19

REGULAR MEETING
OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:30 pm on Monday, May 6, 2019 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUATION FROM APRIL 15, 2019
To consider testimony on the following Planning and Zoning application: Mark Mazenko has applied for a Conditional Use Permit and Associated Variance to allow him to establish a Tiny Home Complex to replace an existing Manufactured Home Park. The property is described as 281 Gregory Street.
Mayor Martin opened the public hearing at 5:30 pm. Planning and Zoning Administrator Quayle explained that the applicant and their engineer requested to present an oral response to the questions that were presented at the original public hearing.  Public testimony had been closed at the previous public hearing, held on April 15, 2019. Discussion ensued. 

Mayor Martin reopened public testimony at 5:34 pm.

Testimony from the Applicant: Austin Storhaug from Storhaug Engineering addressed the question of stormwater control, which will be reviewed during the permit issuance process. He also addressed the issue of snow storage and site maintenance, including current park maintenance and proposed development rules. Water availability was also discussed. 

Questions from the Council: 
1. Council Member Edwards inquired how the residents fronting Highway 57 access their homes. There will be shared access/driveways from Gregory Street.
2. Mayor Martin inquired how wide the driveways would be. Mr. Storhaug was unsure, but Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle indicated they are proposed to be 12 feet wide. 
3. Council Member Edwards inquired if street parking would be allowed. Parking would be allowed per city code. 
4. Council Member Turner inquired if there would be a fence along Highway 57. Yes, it was part of the proposed plan. 
5. Council Member Edwards inquired if the lots would be landscaped before the units were sold. Yes.

Mayor Martin and Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle clarified what the applicants were requesting, the definition of multi-family within the City’s code, and what decisions the Council is responsible for regarding the application. 

Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle noted that the applicant has asked to be allowed 10 occupied RVs at any given time prior to and during development. Mark Mazenko, the applicant, explained his request to the Council. Lengthy discussion ensued regarding the topics of occupied RVs, the projected project timeline of an 8-12 year build-out, potential annual reviews with City staff and/or Council, and the need to establish current standards so if the project doesn’t work and reverts back to its current use, the current uses can be enforced.
