8. PUBLIC HEARING 
CO-APPLICANTS & CO-OWNERS, PATRICK PRENTICE AND KAREN & RICHARD CZACK, ARE PROPOSING A PLAT VACATION OF THE 13 LOT SETTLER’S RIDGE AND REPLACING IT WITH A 4-LOT SUBDIVISION NAMED RIVER VISTA ESTATES. THE PROPERTY IS GENERALLY LOCATED NORTH OF HIGHWAY 2 ON KEYSER LANE.
Mayor Martin opened the public hearing at 6:30 pm. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle explained the purpose of the public hearing and the request by Patrick Prentice and Karen and Richard Czack for a plat vacation of the 13-lot Settler’s Ridge Estates and replacing it with a 4-lot subdivision named River Vista Estates. Topics of discussion included the history of the 13-lot Settler’s Ridge Estates, the process for vacating plats, the proposed 4-lot River Vista Estates minor subdivision, required agency reviews, the evaluation criteria, development standards review, the proposed plat vacation conditions, the proposed minor subdivision conditions, and the proposed conclusions. Glen D. Cash, representative for the applicants, was present for the discussion. Mr. Cash gave a history of the road going through the proposed River Vista Estates.
