OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:30 pm on Monday, May 21, 2018 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING

TO AMEND ORDINANCE #279, THE ZONING ORDINANCE AND ZONING MAP, BY FINDING THAT THE R-3 AND C-1 ZONES ARE OBSOLETE AND CREATING NEW ZONING DEFINITIONS INCLUDING: MIXED-USE RESIDENTIAL (MU-R), MIXED-USE COMMERCIAL (MU-C), MUNICIPAL (MUN), AND AIRPORT OVERLAY (AP-O) TO BETTER REFLECT CURRENT ACTUAL USES AND TO PROVIDE FOR FUTURE USES WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS, AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE CITY COUNCIL TO ACT AS THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION.

Mayor Martin opened the public hearing at 5:32 pm. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle explained the purpose of the public hearing and that the draft zoning ordinance and map is intended to replace the existing zoning ordinance and map. Topics of discussion included the removal of the Planning and Zoning Commission to allow the City Council to act as the Commission, the removal of administrative minor land division allowances within the ordinance, allowing the Planning Department to act as the Historic Commission in the absence an active Commission, stormwater variance procedures and the removal of the requirement to remove certain stormwater contaminates, increasing the length of time for subdivision approvals to two years with a two-year extension available, increasing the length of time for planning review/approval to 30 days, setback changes in manufactured home parks, planning and zoning fee review by staff and City Council, the removal of staff approval/denial recommendation requirements, setback changes in R-2 zones, increasing the length of time for appeals to 15 days, increasing the bond requirement amount to 150% or as approved by the City Council, the requirement of water and sewer connections in manufactured home parks, uses permitted outright in mixed-use residential zones, the removal of split zoning along Highway 57, mixed-use commercial zoning in the downtown area, and removing the prohibition of curb cuts in alleys when private lots abut them. 
Questions from the Council: Council Member Turner asked about ongoing yard sales in residential zones. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle explained that it was covered in the City’s municipal code.
