MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 06/18/18
REGULAR MEETING

OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:30 pm on Monday, June 18, 2018 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUATION 
TO AMEND ORDINANCE #279, THE ZONING ORDINANCE AND ZONING MAP, BY FINDING THAT THE R-3 AND C-1 ZONES ARE OBSOLETE AND CREATING NEW ZONING DEFINITIONS INCLUDING: MIXED-USE RESIDENTIAL (MU-R), MIXED-USE COMMERCIAL (MU-C), MUNICIPAL (MUN), AND AIRPORT OVERLAY (AP-O) TO BETTER REFLECT CURRENT ACTUAL USES AND TO PROVIDE FOR FUTURE USES WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS, AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE CITY COUNCIL TO ACT AS THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION.

Mayor Martin opened the public hearing continuation at 5:32 pm. Public testimony was closed at the original public hearing on May 21, 2018. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle made the Council aware of certain specific changes that were made since the original public hearing. Topics of discussion included potentially including additional dwelling units in the R-5 zone, the proposed zoning map, the elimination of subdivision classifications, provisions of lot-line adjustments, conflicts regarding large animal allowances and the inclusion of allowing them at a rate of one per acre regardless of zoning, eliminating building height restrictions within the R-5 zone, allowing barber shops/beauty salons in the mixed-use residential zone as permitted uses, allowing mini-storages in the mixed-use residential zone as a conditional use, reducing the restrictions for retail use business fronts in the mixed-use residential and mixed-use commercial zones, allowing funeral homes as a permitted use in the mixed-use commercial zone, zoning along Highway 57, the addition of a maximum building height in the mixed-use commercial zone, allowing residential address/nameplates to be illuminated, allowing animated signs in the commercial zones, landscaping requirements around the base of signs, subdivisions, development phasing allowed with approval, allowing cul-de-sacs greater than 500’ with Council approval, requiring 10’ utility easements instead of 12’, bonds allowed with Council agreement and approval, reducing the time frame for lot-line adjustment applications to one year from two years, allowing non-conforming uses to expire after 12 months instead of 6 months after the change of use, and formalities. 
Mayor Martin continued the public hearing at 6:14 pm until July 16, 2018 at 5:30 pm.
