MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 07/16/18
REGULAR MEETING

OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:30 pm on Monday, July 16, 2018 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUATION 

TO AMEND ORDINANCE #279, THE ZONING ORDINANCE AND ZONING MAP, BY FINDING THAT THE R-3 AND C-1 ZONES ARE OBSOLETE AND CREATING NEW ZONING DEFINITIONS INCLUDING: MIXED-USE RESIDENTIAL (MU-R), MIXED-USE COMMERCIAL (MU-C), MUNICIPAL (MUN), AND AIRPORT OVERLAY (AP-O) TO BETTER REFLECT CURRENT ACTUAL USES AND TO PROVIDE FOR FUTURE USES WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS, AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE CITY COUNCIL TO ACT AS THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION.

Mayor Martin opened the public hearing continuation at 5:32 pm. Public testimony was closed at the original public hearing on May 21, 2018. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle made the Council aware of certain specific ordinance changes that were made since the original public hearing and the first continuation held on June 18, 2018. Topics of discussion relating to the zoning ordinance included removing specific accessory uses in various zones and including a blanket accessory definition instead, the Airport Overlay District and related exhibit documentation, reducing the 75 foot setback for residential corner lots pertaining to flanking streets and replacing with the clear vision triangle definition and rules, and increasing the density within manufactured home parks of seven (7) units per acre to ten (10) units per acre. Topics of discussion relating to the zoning map included the Mixed-Use Commercial zones and Mixed-Use Residential zones along Highway 57, the Light Industrial zone at the north end of town, Commercial zoning versus Mixed-Use Commercial zoning along Highway 2, the removal of “parks” from the map and applying an overlay or otherwise explaining that they are not zoned “parks” but the underlying zone.
