3. OLD BUSINESS

A. WASTEWATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT PROJECT – PROJECT BUDGET DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL
Lengthy discussion ensued regarding the proposed amendments to the proposed scope of projects for the Wastewater System Upgrade Project, the updated total project funding available, bond revenue rates and projected user increases, and the allocation of the project funding to various projects. 
Council Member Connolly made a motion to approve the total Wastewater System Upgrade Project cost not to exceed $3,896,600.00, based on the Engineer’s Opinion of Probable Cost from Mountain Waterworks.  Council Member Edwards seconded the motion. Potential reallocation of funds was discussed. A. FY17 PROPOSED BUDGET
Discussion ensued regarding individual fund revenue and expenditure projections, personnel expenses, the proposed updated wage schedule, new construction and annexation values from Bonner County, proposed property tax revenue allocations between the General Fund (70%) and Street Fund (30%), the proposed payoff of the PNC Equipment Finance loan, potential public works vehicle purchases, and proposed user rate increases in the water and wastewater funds.

Topics of discussion were the proposed new zoning districts (Mixed-Use Commercial Zone, Mixed-Use Residential Zone, Municipal Zone, and Airport Overlay Zone), the removal of two zoning districts (R-3 Residential Zone and C-1 Commercial Zone), the creation of an updated proposed zoning map, the streamlining of the definitions, the inclusion of the subdivision ordinance and planned unit development ordinance, off-street parking and loading, signage, recreational vehicle parks, manufactured home parks, conditional use and special use processes, grandfathering existing uses that become non-conforming with the proposed changes, commercial zone setback requirements, and updated applications. This item was tabled for Council review and comment. Another workshop was scheduled for Monday, August 22, 2016 at 5:30 pm.
