3. PUBLIC HEARING & PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUATIONS

A. The City of Priest River received an Idaho Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $500,000 from the Idaho Department of Commerce. This funding is allocated to the State of Idaho from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. These funds are currently being used for the Priest River Downtown Revitalization Project. The hearing will include a review of project activities and accomplishments to date, a summary of all expenditures to date, a general description of remaining work and any changes made to the scope of work, budget, schedule, location or beneficiaries.
Dorian Komberec from Panhandle Area Council was in attendance to discuss the Downtown Revitalization Project. The project status and completed construction to-date, remaining construction work, budget review including the financial summary, and project schedule were reviewed and discussed.

B. The City of Priest River is proposing amending the Zoning Ordinance (#597) language to clarify types of uses within districts and amending the zoning map designations for certain Mixed-Use Residential areas to Mixed-Use Commercial to better reflect the existing land uses along both Highway corridors. The proposed amendments also include allowing dwelling units outright in the Mixed-Use Commercial District, allowing Manufactured Home Parks in the Mixed-Use Residential District, allowing gas stations as a Conditional use in the Mixed-Use Commercial District, and correcting scrivener’s errors. (ORDINANCE #604)
Planning and Zoning Administrator Quayle explained the reason for the public hearing continuation and the proposed changes to the zoning ordinance and zoning map. Discussion ensued. Mayor Martin read the title of Ordinance #604.

Lot 2, Block 3 Priest River Development Corporation Industrial Park, according to the plat thereof, recorded in Book 10 of Plats, Page 19, records of Bonner County, Idaho, and corrected by Certificate of Scrivener’s Error recorded March 28, 2011, as Instrument No. 807596, records of Bonner County, Idaho.
