3. WORKSHOP

A. DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION PROJECT – ENGINEER’S UPDATE AND PROPOSED PLAN REVIEW AND DISCUSSION

Mayor Martin explained the reason for the workshop. Matt Gillis from Welch Comer and Dell Hatch from Bernardo Wills Architects were present for the discussion and presentation. Other attendees included Sherri Wastweet from Panhandle Area Council, Les and Judy Kokanos from the West Pend Oreille Fire District, downtown business owners Kent and Barbara Kraber, downtown business owner Kerri Martin, downtown business owner Keith Campbell, Katie Crill from the West Bonner County Library District, Judd Wilson from the Priest River Times, Nick Ivie from The River Valley Beacon, and Sophia Aldous from The Newport Miner. 
Matt Gillis presented an updated concept design of the downtown revitalization project. Lengthy discussion ensued regarding the 100% corner, coordination with the realignment of Wisconsin Street project, the proposed parking configuration, proposed sidewalk space, existing approaches, overhead utility lines, the City owned future parking lot off of Main Street, project boundaries, the elimination of a raised intersection at Main Street and High Street, storm water control, the proposed tree species, placement, and planting methods, potential enhancement of the entry to the Main Street Park, ADA accessibility, colored intersection enhancements, proposed street lighting, bollards, hanging baskets, bike racks, bench seating, trash receptacles, a potential additional funding source, maintenance and snow removal obstacles and concerns, and future parking on Wisconsin Street.
