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MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 11/18/19

REGULAR MEETING
OPENING – Council President Wagner called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:30 pm on Monday, November 18, 2019 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING 
To consider and to receive testimony on the following Planning and Zoning application:
Timothy Stevens, DBA Heritage Northwest LLC, has applied for a two-lot subdivision called “Priest River Estates” to allow him to subdivide their half-acre parcel into two quarter-acre parcels. The property is generally described as 525 Third Street, or more accurately as:
Lot 1 in Block 7 of Fairport Addition to the City of Priest River, Idaho, according to the plat thereof, recorded in Book 1 of Plats, Page 190, records of Bonner County, Idaho.
Council President Wagner opened the public hearing at 5:30 pm. Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle explained the reason for the public hearing and the request for a 2-lot subdivision located at 525 Third Street. Topics of discussion included the existing conditions of Third Street, Warren Avenue, and First Street, a proposed easement to access the second proposed lot via one encroachment, the proposed location of the driveway, agency reviews regarding the project, public concern regarding the in-progress construction and earthwork on the lot, the proposed findings of fact, and the proposed condition of approval.

Timothy Stevens, representative for Heritage North, LLC, was present to address the Council regarding his request.

	Testimony from Those Uncommitted: 
	Cathy Dawson, 543 Third Street, stated her concerns with the proposed driveway placement, which would be very near her existing fence and the side of her house. She asked if the driveway could be placed on the South side of the property. 
	Carol Lucas, 509 Third Street, inquired about the potential width of Warren Avenue, if it were to be developed. 
	Gary Bixler, 411 Warren Avenue, stated his concerns with the existing water pressure in the area and the impact two additional homes could have. 
	Kerry Johnston stated her concerns regarding the trees next to her mother’s property at 509 Third Street if Warren Avenue were to be developed.
	David Day, 443 Dickinson Avenue, inquired about the proposed easement driveway on the North side of the property when Warren Avenue is dedicated and just needs to be developed.
	
	Testimony from Those Opposed: 
	Mike MacAlevy, 458 Schultz Avenue, stated his concerns with the proposed easement driveway on the North side of the property and future access to his property off of either Warren Avenue or First Street, and inquired about the physical address of the second lot and the proposed setbacks from the driveway to the North.
	Tanya MacAlevy, 458 Schultz Avenue, asked the Council to take into consideration that the River View Ridge Development had to improve the infrastructure while still trying to keep the development affordable. 
	
	Rebuttal from the Applicant: 
	Planning & Zoning Administrator Quayle addressed the public’s concerns regarding the proposed driveway location, the fact that the applicant is not proposing the development of Warren Avenue or First Street with his project, future snow removal, the potential width of Warren Avenue, potential addressing of the second lot, setbacks, and the River View Ridge Planned Unit Development. 
	Timothy Stevens addressed the public’s concern regarding the proposed driveway location and setbacks.

	Questions from the Council:	
	Council Member Turner asked if the water main approached the property from the North on Third Street or from the South on Third Street.  It approaches the property from the South on Third Street. 
	Council Member Edwards asked Director of Public Works Rolicheck about the water pressure in the area. Brief discussion ensued regarding the possibility of houses needing to replace the water line from the meter to the house.
