MINUTES OF THE PRIEST RIVER CITY COUNCIL – 11/20/17

REGULAR MEETING

OPENING – Mayor Martin called to order the regular meeting of the City Council at 5:38 pm on Monday, November 20, 2017 in the council chambers at City Hall, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING 

WESLEY JONES HAS APPLIED FOR A VARIANCE TO CONSTRUCT A SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE WITH AN 18-FOOT FRONT YARD AND A 35-FOOT WATERFRONT SETBACK WHERE 25 FEET AND 40 FEET ARE REQUIRED RESPECTIVELY. THE PROPERTY IS DESCRIBED AS LOT 3 OF KANIKSU STREET SUBDIVISION AND IS GENERALLY LOCATED ON THE EAST SIDE OF KANIKSU STREET BETWEEN MAPLE STREET AND TROUDT COURT.

Mayor Martin stepped down as Mayor for the public hearing due to him owning property within 300 feet of the property requesting the variance. 

Council President Wagner opened the public hearing at 5:39 pm and explained the purpose of the public hearing. Planning & Zoning Administrator Bryan Quayle and Planning & Zoning Assistant Ayers were present for the discussion. P&Z Admin Quayle explained the citizen’s application for a variance from the City’s zoning ordinance. Topics of discussion included shoreline development, the process for requesting a variance, agency reviews, evaluation criteria, the proposed conditions of approval, and proposed conclusions. Wesley Jones, 3201 N Arden Road, Otis Orchards, WA, the applicant, gave a presentation regarding his application.
