A tract of land located in the NW ¼ of Section 23, Township 56 North Range 5 W., B.M., Bonner County, Idaho more particularly described as follows: Beginning at a point which is S1°49”21”W along the west line of said Section 23, 1986.09 feet and S88°42”54”E 1134.12 feet, all from the Northwest corner of said Section 23; thence S88°42”54”E 149.78 feet; thence southerly around a curve to the left having a radius of 20 feet , 31.65 feet (the chord of said curve being S43°23’01”E 28.44 feet); thence S1°56’51”W 300.74 feet; thence N87°55’49”W 170.00 feet; thence N1°56’51”E 318.64 feet to the point of beginning.  Said tract contains 1.24 acres.

A public hearing shall be held to determine whether or not such property should be declared as underutilized or not used for public purposes.
