With the National, State, and local emergency declarations regarding COVID-19 and the recommendations from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the City of Priest River will be modifying our operations until at least April 6th, 2020.  Out of an abundance of caution for our citizens and employees, City Hall and the Police Department will be closed to all public access, effective immediately.  Staff will still be available to answer questions via telephone and email, and utility payments can be made at the drop box in front of City Hall, by calling 208-448-2123, by going online at www.priestriver-id.gov, or by mail at PO Box 415, Priest River, ID 83856.  Information will be posted at all the entrances to the buildings with contact phone numbers.
